Pune is the second largest city in the state of Maharashtra in western India, around 160
kilometres south-east of the state capital, Mumbai. Situated 560 metres above sea level
on the Deccan plateau, at the confluence of the Mula and Mutha rivers, it is the
administrative capital of Pune District and the eighth most populous metropolitan area in
India.

Pune is viewed by many to be Maharashtra's cultural capital, and the form of Marathi
spoken in Pune is considered to be the standard form of the language. The culture of
Pune encompasses both the traditional Maharashtrian lifestyle that is prevalent in the
heart of the city, as well as a modern, progressive outlook resulting from it being a hub for
education and liberal thought. People from multiple religions and speaking various
regional languages reside here, and Mathematics is widely spoken. It also hosts
numerous national festivals and cultural events throughout the year.

There are three distinct seasons: summer, monsoon and winter in Pune. Typical summer
months are from March to May, with maximum temperatures ranging from 30°C to 40°C.
The warmest month in Pune is April; although summer doesn't end until May, the city often
receives locally developed heavy thundershowers in May (although humidity remains high).
The monsoon lasts from June to October, with moderate rainfall and temperatures ranging
from 10°C to 28°C (50°F to 82°F). W.inter begins in November and the daytime
temperatures hover around 28 °C (83 °F) while the night temperature is below 10 °C (50 °F)
for most of December and January.
